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tis claimed. The Claim for Abatement

. be filed as soon as possible following the
end of any visitation period. If there is extended visitation, either monthly Claims for Abatement
can be filed, or one Claim for Abatement can be filed for the entire period of visitation.
(Example: if visitation begins on June 15" and ends on August 5™ a single Claim for Abatement
may be filed within thirty (30) days of August 5"

The Clerk will mail a copy of the Claim for Abatement to the custodial parent at the

address provided to the Clerk by the custodial parent. This office will also mail an
Objection/Approval form to the custodial parent.

APPROVAL OF CLAIMS

If the custodial parent approves of the abatement, he/she can either file an Approval of
Claim for Abatement, which does not require a filing fee, or let the 30 day objection period pass
without filing an Objection. '
